 Starting on Sunday, September 5th during the Sunday School hour, 
Pastor Larry’s class will begin the reading and study of the book “Have a Lit-
tle Faith” by Mitch Albom. Mitch previously wrote the well known books, 
“Tuesdays With Morrie” and “The Five People You Meet in Heaven”.  

 In “Have a Little Faith”, Mitch Albom offers a beautifully written 
story of a remarkable eight-year journey between two worlds…two men, two 
faiths, two communities that will inspire all who read and participate in this 
study. 

YOU 
are more than welcomed to join him and others in the examination to “have a 
little faith.”

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 Hello Friends, 

 I’m writing this newsletter article to you following our August 29th worship that was lead by our 
talented Youth group. Sitting towards the back of the sanctuary and listening to our young people speak of 
their experiences at National Youth Conference was both inspirational and satisfying. I was inspired to hear 
of how God is touching our young people in significant ways and there was also a sense of satisfaction to 
witness the fruition of youth ministry here at Prince of Peace. We are so fortunate to have at Prince of 
Peace a servant like Jessica Allen who has a real love for young people as well as members of our Christian 
Education Commission who have devoted much of their time and energies to children, youth and age group 
ministries. Taking a line from the 2008 election…our new youth ministry is “change we can believe in”! 

 Mentioning change reminds me of the 1960’s song writer and singer, Bob Dylan who sang, “the 
times they are a changin.” Dylan’s anthem of the 1960’s was communicating the changes that were occur-
ring socially, culturally and politically at the time.  

 Today at the beginning of the 21st century, we witness change almost on a daily basis. Whether it’s 
some new form of technology or a menu addition at the local fast food restaurant (had a smoothie at 
McDonald’s yet?), change and progress work hand in hand. 

 No different in the life of the church. If I could share a list of the changes that have occurred in the 
church in my thirty years of ministry, this newsletter would be unending. But that’s how life is. God has 
blessed us with the ability and opportunity for growth from the challenges that come. And I’m convinced 
that personal and spiritual growth comes from our willingness to accept change in our lives. 

 There’s a story from Luke 5 in which Jesus is criticized by the Pharisees because Jesus’ disciples 
didn’t appear to be as spiritual as the followers of John the Baptist. Basically the Pharisees were insisting 
that Jesus conform to the customs of the day. Jesus responds to the Pharisees criticisms with a parable. 
First, he uses the metaphor of patched garments: “No one tears a patch from a new garment and sews it on 
an old one. If he does, he will have torn the new garment, and the patch from the new will not match the 
old." (v.36) What Jesus was saying was that to try to attach the new to the old not only would result in de-
struction of the new, but also the old, which wouldn't look right and would eventually tear again. 

 But Jesus doesn’t stop there. He goes on by using the illustration of wineskins: "And no one pours 
new wine into old wineskins. If he does, the new wine will burst the skins, the wine will run out and the 
wineskins will be ruined. No, new wine must be poured into new wineskins." (vs. 37-38) Here was the 
same contrast of old and new that we saw in the parable of the patched garment. Jesus’ point was the same: 
you can't join the new to the old or you'll ruin both the new wine and the old skin. That the gas pressure 
from the fermentation of the wine will eventually become so great that the inflexible old wineskin will rup-
ture, and the new wine will gush out onto the ground and be wasted. 

 For all of us who have been participants in the church for so many years, when we read of this par-
able do we at times wonder if we’re open to the new wine…to the movement of the Spirit in new and re-
freshing ways? Or are we the old wineskins holding on to the old and familiar?  

 Here at Prince of Peace we continue to see new forms of worship, different avenues to Christian 
Education, and new adventures in outreach and servant hood. And with change and newness we can at 
times feel a sense of unease or anxiety. Yet, it essential that we do not allow our fears to prevent us from
